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Family Involvement in Education:
Challenges and Opportunities during Adolescence
Prof. Nancy E. Hill

Adolescence is often characterized by diminished academic achievement and engagement in
school; increased behavioral and mental health problems; and widening demographic gaps in
achievement. Simultaneously, academic success in middle and high school is significant because
it opens doors or forecloses opportunities well into the future. Although parental involvement in
education is well established as important for promoting achievement, it declines precipitously
during adolescence. Families and schools are often perplexed about how to collaborate and
support achievement, especially during adolescence. Dr. Hill will address how changes in school
bureaucracy, parent-adolescent relationships, and teens’ cognitive and social development render

frameworks of parental involvement in education based on elementary school models less
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effective and harder to implement for adolescence. In addition, she will provide evidence for the
types of parental involvement that are most effective during adolescence, capitalize on the
developmental needs and assets of adolescence, and are associated with increased academic
achievement, school engagement, self-concept, and goal setting. Finally, she will delineate the ways
in which trust and respect between families and school personnel function differently across families
with diverse demographic backgrounds and impact the effectiveness of family-school interactions.

Parents, Schools and The Community: What Is The Parental Role in Education,
What Are Its Legal Sources and What Affects Its Implementation?

Prof. Paul Tractenberg

In an ideal world, parents, teachers, school authorities and the broader community are on the same
page. They share a vision of education and each plays its role in the realization of that vision.
According to the well-known African proverb, it takes a village to raise a child. So, too, does it take
an effective collaboration to ensure that a child receives an education that will prepare him or her for
a life of happiness, fulfillment, professional accomplishment, financial security and good citizenship.
Some assert that, of those partners in the upbringing and education of a child, it is the parents’
whose role is primary. After all, parents have the greatest stake in the child’s success, and they should
know and care about the child most deeply. Yet, there are other important values at play, communal as
well as personal and familial, and other important partners in the process. Beyond that, we do not live
in an ideal world. Not all parents are able to act in their children’s best interests. Not all teachers and
school authorities are beyond reproach. Not all communities are healthy and functional.
Clearly, though, the parental role in education is an essential starting place for today’s discussion.
This presentation will address the following issues in that regard:
e What is the parental role (are parents consumers of educational services, partners in the
delivery of those services, rights holders on their own behalves or on behalf of their children,

or all of the above)?
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o What are the legal sources of parental rights (and what are the legal limits or overrides)? Do
parents have legal responsibilities as well as legal rights?

e What affects the parental role in education and the implementation of parental rights and
responsibilities (e.g., parental status/wealth, the policies and practices of schools and education
authorities, the accessibility of processes for the vindication of parental and student rights if
disputes arise, the availability of support or advocacy services, the degree to which the
educational system is centralized)?

Time permitting, the presentation will use the recent Newark, New Jersey, USA experience as a

mini-case study of the parental role and will consider its relevance to Israel.
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Nancy E. Hill, Professor at the Graduate School of Education and is the Suzanne Young Murray
Professor at the Radcliffe Institute for Advanced Study at Harvard University. Professor Hill’s
research focuses on ethnicity, culture and context and identifies unique and interactive ways in
which these constructs influence parenting beliefs, parenting practices, and children mental health
and academic adjustment. Within this area, she has focused on parental involvement in education
during adolescence. Dr. Hill is the recent recipient of the William T. Grant Foundation’s
Distinguished Faculty Fellowship to support her work on “Improving adolescents’ academic
achievement holistically: Inter-agency collaborations at the state and local levels.” Prof. Hill
serves as Secretary of the Governing Council for the Society for Research in Child Development,
and is a founding member of the Study Group on Race, Culture, and Ethnicity, an
interdisciplinary an interdisciplinary group of scientists who develop theory and methodology for
defining and understanding the cultural context within diverse families.

Prof. Hill holds a PhD in developmental psychology from Michigan State University, 1994
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Paul L. Tractenberg, Board of Governors Distinguished Service Professor and Alfred C. Clapp
Distinguished Public Service Professor of Law at Rutgers School of Law-Newark. He is the author
of numerous books, articles and papers on education law; a frequent lecturer; and a consultant and
adviser to many national, regional, and state educational organizations and agencies. Among his
many research interests and areas of involvement in education law and policy are educational
equity and diversity, student legal rights, educational accountability and state intervention in local
school districts, educational governance and school finance. He was the founding director of the
Education Law Center, one of the United States' foremost education advocacy organization for
parents and students, as well as the Institute on Education Law and Policy at Rutgers University-
Newark, New Jersey's and one of the nation's premier center for interdisciplinary research and
innovative thinking on education policy.

Prof. Tractenberg holds a J.D. from the University of Michigan, 1963.
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
